Thinking like an Archaeological Detective
Was it murder?  Just an unfortunate accident?  Nature's wrath? Or just plain stupidity?

Your job, Detective, is to solve a very, very old crime.  And the trail was cold, until new evidence was discovered and analysed in the Alps.  

The Charge:  Was Otzi murdered in the first degree, was it manslaughter, or something else?  You decide.

The Defendant: Someone from another tribe, Mother Nature, or Otzi's poor choices, or something else?  You decide.

Let's look first at how Otzi lived, and then we may better understand what led to his death.
Part 1: The Scene of the Crime
You must start by taking notes from the Text: Ancient Worlds, pp. 34-37.
