HOW TO WRITE A RESPONSE PARAGRAPH

You need to come up with an informative introduction giving the name of the “Short Writing”, Extended Podcast or Book and author as well as and telling us what the rest of the paragraph will prove.  TRANSITION, Now introduce the SE, leading into the first piece of your Specific Evidence from the text.  Now you must analyze the quote, meaning reveal something about character motivation, relation to theme, why it is ironic, etc, remembering this is you thinking and should not be completely evident in the text. TRANSITION, Now introduce the 2nd SE, leading into the second piece of your Specific Evidence from the text.  Now you must analyze the quote, meaning reveal something about character motivation, relation to theme, why it is ironic, etc, remembering this is you thinking and should not be completely evident in the text.  TRANSITION, Now introduce the 3rd SE, leading into the third piece of your Specific Evidence from the text.  Now you must analyze the quote, meaning reveal something about character motivation, relation to theme, why it is ironic, etc, remembering this is you thinking and should not be completely evident in the text.  TRANSITION, You need to come up with a concluding statement which summarizes everything you just talked about, nothing fancy, but just add some clarity and maybe a bit of food for thought.
FURTHER HELP

The above can be summarized using ACRONYMS.  Several are used, choose one below and stick with it 

PEE – Point, Example, Explain

ACE – Assertion, Cite, Explain

TISA – Transition, Introduce quote, Specific evidence, Analysis

Note – Introducing the Specific Evidence is about giving info about the time, people involved, etc.  It uses words like "when", "while", "as".
