1st Order (basics)





2nd Order (more (interesting) details
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Who (all people - name, age, relationships, basic physical features)

	(interesting traits, eye/hair colour, their character qualities, why they chose to be there)

	What (actions – hiking, jumping, etc., basic emotion)? 

	(what was body feeling, doing beyond basic emotion?  What going through mind?  What led up to this?)

	Where (basic setting detail – city, forest, etc.)?


	(all small details such as vegetation, surroundings, important artifacts for story – eg rope placement, big rocks, important symbols, layout, etc.)


	When (time of day, year)?

	(what was vegetation doing, lightin and shadow, temperature, mood/atmosphere)

	Why/How (character motivation – simple, details related to accomplishment)?


	(dig deeper - what emotions are driving decisions, what techniques are specific to task/terminology?)


Step 3:  Write the account, adding in dialogue if you wish (advanced) on word or on paper. Things to think about:
· Interesting words and telling details, perhaps some humour.
· Include emotional responses (not by telling, but SHOWING the reader)
· Advanced:  a moral message, thematic statement or burning question we are left with.  i.e. What can the reader take from this piece other than pure enjoyment?  How does it challenge a viewpoint or provoke deeper discussion.
· Very Advanced - An underlying thread or motif that unites the piece…a focal point, like forks in the road representing decisions.  Or food, transport vehicles, clothes, etc. 
Note:  this is a free write to prepare for the 1st School Wide Write.  Have fun!  If in partners, do not show the work for approval as you write it.  2-3 days we will work on this.
